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ORGANIZATION OF INSTRUCTION 
 

 

The schools of the Kelsey School Division, organized to meet the needs of pupils ages 5-21 years, are 

designated as follows: 

 

Kelsey Elementary School – organized as a community school for pupils in early years curricula and Grade 

5. 

 

École Opasquia Elementary School – organized as a school for pupils in early years curricula and Grade 5, 

and offering a French Immersion program. 

 

École Scott Bateman Middle School – organized as a school for pupils in middle years curricula from 

Grade 6-8, and offering a French Immersion program. 

 

Margaret Barbour Collegiate Institute – a senior years school offering Grades 9-12 (academic, 

complementary and technical vocational courses), with some French Immersion program courses. 

 

Mary Duncan School – an alternate school offering Grades 5-12 with a focus on individual student needs. 

The school offers curricula organized through: 

 

 A.  Great Expectations – offering support to children and youth in the middle school age level 

 B.  PACE – offering support to pupils from the high school 

 C.  Kelsey Learning Centre – for pupils 18 years of age and older 
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
