Sacred Heart School

The Sacred Heart School located at 78 First Street West in The Pas served the educational needs of the
Parish of Our Lady of the Sacred Heart for 51 years. Prior to its opening in 1918, some students were
educated at the RC Bishop’s residence, and then at The Pas School. During that time, instruction was
provided by the Sisters of the Presentation of Mary and, beginning in 1957, by a variety of lay teachers as well.
To recognize their contribution, their names are listed here under the year of their first arrival, when they
became part of the Sacred Heart School tradition. From its beginning as a four-room elementary school,
Sacred Heart expanded to an eight-room facility, offering Grades 1-8 and for many years the only commercial
courses in The Pas. The Sisters also taught music to many members of the community. In its last few years,
high school grades were also taught atthe adjacent convent and a kindergarten was operated at the Guy Hall.
